The integration of GCEd
and ESD, including gender equality and human rights, into national

education policies, curricula, teacher education and student

assessments is the focus of SDG4, target 4.7.

The common visions, aims and themes of GCEd and ESD are evident in the Cross
Curriculum Priorities and General Capabilities, in particular, as well as in learning area specific
knowledge, understandings and skills.

The Sustainability cross curriculum priority of the Australian Curriculum places emphasis on the
interdependence of social, economic and ecological systems, as well as the importance of
worldviews, culture and values to individual and community action towards achieving sustainable
futures for all. It thus includes the five P’s of the UN vision of sustainable development: people,
planet, prosperity, peace and partnership.
